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Chapter 3: Examination Scheme

3.1  Syllabusof the Test

NM C (National Medical Commission) has notified the syllabus of NEET (UG) - 2024.
The Question Paper will bebased on the given syllabus (Appendix-111) whichisavailable
on the NMC website (https.//www.nmc.org.in/neet/neet-ug). Furthermore, to
rationalize the decision of reduction in the syllabus by various School Education
Boards, the NTA has taken a decision to provide choice in Section “B” for each of
the 4 (four) Subjects.

3.2 Pattern of theTest

The Test pattern of NEET (UG) - 2024 comprises four Subjects. Each subject will consist
of two sections. Section A will consist of 35 Questions and Section B will have 15
Quegtions, out of these 15 Questions, candidates can choose to attempt any 10 Questions.
So, the total number of questions and utilization of time will remain the same.

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Chapter 5: Eligibility and Qualificationsfor MBBS and BDS Course

5.1 Eligibility to appear in NEET (UG) — 2024

Eligibility for appearing in NEET (UG), as per related Regulations of NMC and DCI are as
follows:-

5.1.1 Helshe has completed 17 years of age at the time of admission or will complete that age
on or before 31 December of the year of higher admission to the first year of the
Undergraduate Medical Course.

5.1.3 Indian Citizens/ Overseas Citizens of India (OCI) intending to pursue Undergraduate

5.2 Criteriafor NRI / OCI / Foreign Nationals

521 Non-Resident Indians (NRIs), Overseas Citizens of India (OCI), and Foreign Nationals
are eligible for admission in Medical /Dental Colleges subject to rules and regulations
framed by the respective State Governments, Institutions, and the Government of India,
as the case may be. The NRI and OCI Applicants/Candidates have to upload a
Certificate from the concerned Indian Diplomatic Mission in the country of their
residence in support of their claim as an NRI/OCI Candidate, along with their online
Application Form for NEET (UG) - 2024 and retain the original of such document for
producing it at the time of Counselling/ Admission to the Courses covered under NEET
(UG). Similarly, a foreign applicant for NEET (UG) 2024 shall also upload
Documentary Proof (e.g. relevant pages of a valid passport or a Certificate from the
Competent Authority in the country of his/her nationality regarding his/her citizenship
status) in support of his’her Nationality, along with online Application Form. The format
of Embassy Certificate and Citizenship Certificate or any Documentary proof of
Citizenship are given in Appendix — X1l and Appendix - X111. Foreign nationals may
confirm their eligibility from the concerned Medical/Dental/ College/State.

Whilefilling up of the online Application Form of NEET (UG) - 2024, when the candidate selects
‘Passing year’ as 2021 with ‘School Board’ as Tamil Nadu State Board of School Examination
(Sec.), the Result Mode field will be disabled and the associated fields for Marks/CGPA will be
invisible for Tamil Nadu State Board candidates who have passed their Class 10 in year 2021.

The NEET (UG) - 2024 data
will also be used for admissionsto BV Sc & AH cour ses under the 15% quota of VCI
in recognized Veterinary Colleges. However, the Council has to approach the MCC of
DGHS, MoHFW in order to obtain the said data of results.

Note: MNS (Military Nursing Services) aspirants seeking admission to BSc
Nursing Coursebeing conducted at Armed Forces M edical Service Hospitalsfor
the year 2024 are required to qualify NEET.

prescribed by the Medical Counselling Committee (MCC) under the
Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS).

iv. Further, the common counselling for admission to MBBS /BDS Coursesin
the concerned INIs shall be conducted by the DGHS as per the time schedule
specified in the relevant Graduate Medical Education Regulation (1997) as
amended from timeto time.

() For dl ingtitutions, wherein Counselling is conducted by MCC under the DGHS, the
candidates may refer to the Counsdlling scheme uploaded on the MCC website, so as
to determinetheir eigibility to appear in Counselling for subsequent rounds, including
in respect of ingligibility on account of allotment of seats in the previous rounds of
Counsdlling in terms of Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997 (incl
subsequent amendments) which provides for preventing seat blocking in common
Counselling for admissionto MBBS course.

(d) For al institutions, wherein Counselling is conducted by the State/lUnion Govt. or its
designated authority, the candidates may refer to the Counselling Notifications issued
by the State/Union Govt. or its designated authority, so asto determinetheir eligibility
to appear in Counsalling for subsegquent rounds, including in respect of ineligibility on
account of alotment of seats in the previous rounds of Counsdlling in terms of
Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997 (incl subsequent amendments)
which provides for preventing seat blocking in common Counselling for admission to
MBBS.

6.2 Reservation Policy for Admission to MBBS and BDS Course

Indian nationals belonging to certain categories are admitted under the seats reserved for them
in accordance with the rules prescribed by the Government of India. The categories and the
extent of reservation are asfollows:

»  Genera category belonging to Economically Weaker Section (GEN- EWS) — 10% of
seats in every course. The benefit of reservation will be given only to those General
category candidates who satisfy the conditions giveninthe OM No. 20013/01/2018-BC-
Il dated 17 January 2019, issued by the Ministry of Socia Justice and Empowerment.
The criteriafor GEN-EW Swill be as per the prevailing norms and/or notifications of the
Government of India.

> Other Backward Classes belonging to the Non-Creamy Layer (OBC- NCL) — 27% of
sealsin every course.

i. OBC-NCL should be listed in the current updated central list of OBC-NCL
(http://www.ncbc.nic.in).
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ii. OBC-NCL present in the State list but not covered in the central list of OBC-
NCL (as per the ligt in http://www.ncbc.nic.in) are NOT eligible to claim
the reservation.

iii.  The criteria for OBC-NCL will be as per the notification of the
Government of India.

iv.  Candidates belonging to the creamy layer of OBC are NOT entitled to
reservation. Such candidates are treated as belonging to the genera
(GEN), i.e. unreserved category, and they will be eligible only for the
GEN sesats — the seats for which all candidates are eligible.

» Scheduled Caste (SC) — 15% of seatsin every course.
» Scheduled Tribe (ST) — 7.5% of seatsin every course.

» Personswith Disability (PwBD) — 5% seats in each of GEN, GEN-EWS, OBC-
NCL, SC, and ST category seats (Horizontal reservation).

i. Candidates who want to avail the benefitsof PwBD reservation inadmission
to Undergraduate Courses, it will be governed as per NMC guidelines
(Appendix-VI) and subsequent amendments from time to time.

6.2.1 For Candidates claimingthe GEN-EWS category

Candidate should possess valid GEN-EWS certificate (who satisfy the conditions given
in the OM No. 20013/01/2018-BC-II dated 17 January 2019, issued by the Ministry
of Social Justice and Empowerment) in consonance with the latest guiddines of the
Government of Indiafor claiming seats under GEN-EWS category.

6.2.2 For Candidatesclaimingthe OBC-NCL category

Candidate should possess valid OBC-NCL certificate in consonance with the latest
guidelines of the Government of India for claiming seats under OBC-NCL category.
Visit http://www.ncbc.nic.in for the latest guidelines and updates on the Central List
of State-wise OBCs.

6.2.3 For Candidates claiming the SC or ST category

Candidate should possess valid SC/ST certificate in consonance with the latest
guidelines of the Government of Indiafor claiming seats under SC/ST category.

6.3 Provisionsrelating to Personswith Disability (PwBD)

Guidelines for conducting written examination for Persons with Benchmark
Disabilities above 40% vide letter dated 29 August 2018 from Ministry of Social
Justice and Empower ment.

As per Section 2(t) of the RPwD Act, “Persons with Disability (PwD) ” means a person
with long-term physical, mental, intellectual, or sensory impairment which, in interaction with
barriers, hinders hisfull and effective participation in society equally with others.

According to Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016, “persons with benchmark disabilities”
means a person with not less than forty percent (40%) of a specified disability where
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specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person with
disability where specified disability has been defined in measurable terms, as certified by the
certifying authority.

The candidates with a Disability shall be considered for admission in medical course against
5% of the total seats, in accordance with the criteria prescribed under the Regulation on
Graduate Medica Education (1997) as amended from time to time (Pleasesee Appendix-
VI. As per communication received from NMC to NTA, following disclaimer is for
information to al eligible PwBD candidates.

DISCLAIMER: The digibility in the examination under the category "Persons with
Disability" is purely provisional to appear in the examination and does not guarantee a seat
to the candidate under the respective category. The candidature for admission to MBBS
program under PwBD category under various colleges will be governed as per relevant
NMC guidelines which are given under Appendix-H1 of Guidelines regarding Admission
of Students with "Specified Disabilities " under the Right of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016 with respect to admission in MBBS course during post-examination and counselling
process issued on 01.08.2023.

6.4 Facilitiesfor PwBD candidatesto appear in the exam

a) Thefacility of Scribe, in case he/she has a physical limitation and a scribeis essential
towritethe examination on hisher behalf, being so certified in the aforesaid format by
aCMO/Civil Surgeon/ Medical Superintendent of a Government Health Care Institution.

b) Compensatory time of one hour five minutes for examination of three hours twenty
minutes (03:20 hrs) duration for PwBD Candidate [ having a physical limitation to write]
will be given, whether such candidate uses the facility of Scribe or not.

As per the guidelines issued by the Department of Empowerment of Persons with
Disabilities (Divyangjan) under the Ministry of Socia Justice and Empowerment issued
from time to time on the subject: “Written Examination for Persons with Benchmark
Disabilities”, for the candidate with one of the benchmark disabilities[as defined in Section
2(r) of RPwD Act, 2016], holding a Disability Certificate in the prescribed format
(Appendix—XI1) in the Rights of Person with Disabilities Rules, 2017 (link:
https.//upload.indiacode.nic.in/showfile?actid=AC_CEN_25 54 00002_201649 151780
7328299& type=rule& filename=Rules_notified 15.06.pdf).

6.5 Services of a Scribe

As per the office memorandum of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (Reference:
F. No. 34-02/2015-DD-I11 dated August 29, 2018), the PwBD candidates who are visually
impaired OR have adisability inthe upper limbs OR have | ost fingers/hands thereby preventing
them from properly attempting the question paper may avail the services of a Scribe
(amanuensis).

The Scribe will help the Candidate in reading the questions and/or keying in the answers as per
the directions of the Candidate. A Scribe will NEITHER explain the questions NOR suggest
any solutions.

PwBD candidates who desire to avail the services of a Scribe need to opt for this during the
online registration of NEET (UG) — 2024. If a candidate desires to bring his’her own Scribe,
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then he/she should submit a Letter of undertaking for using own Scribe as per the format
available at Appendix-1X.

It isto be noted that if the eligible candidate requires a scribe, it may be provided by the
National Testing Agency (NTA), if requested whilefilling the online Application Form of
NEET (UG) - 2024.

If it isfound at any stage that a candidate has availed the services of a Scribe and/or availed
the compensatory time, but does not possess the extent of disability that warrants the use of a
Scribe and/or grant of compensatory time, the candidate will be excluded from the process of
evaluation, ranking, counselling, and admission. In case such a candidate has already been
admitted to any Institution, the admission of the candidate will be cancelled.

The NTA does not guarantee any change in the category or sub-category (PwWBD status) after the
submission of the Online Application Form, and in any case, no change will be entertained by NTA
after the declaration of NTA Score for NEET (UG) - 2024.

Therefore, the candidates are advised to fill in the category/sub-category column very carefully.

Note:

1. The minimum degree of disability should be as per specified normsin order to be eligible
for availing reservation for persons with specified disability.

2. The extent of “specified disability” in a person shall be assessed in accordance with the
“Guidelines for the purpose of ng the extent of specified disability in a person included
under the Rights of Personswith Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016)” notified in the Gazette
of India by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment [Department of Empowerment
of Personswith Disabilities (Divyangjan)] on 4 January 2018.

3.  No changein the category will be entertained after the last date specified by NTA for NEET
(UG) - 2024 Registration.

e Candidates must note that the benefit of reservation will be given to them subject to
verification of documents. If it is discovered at any stage that a candidate has used a
falseffakel/incorrect document, or has furnished false, incorrect, or incomplete information,
in order to avail the benefit of reservation, then such a candidate shall be excluded from all
admission processes. In case such a candidate has already been given admission, the
admission shall stand cancelled.

Guidelines for conducting written examination for persons with specified disabilities covered
under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwBD Act, 2016 but not covered under the
definition of Section 2(r) of thesaid Act, i.e. persons having less than 40% disability and having
difficulty inwriting:
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I.  These guidelines may be called as Guidelines for conducting written examination for persons
with specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwBD Act,
2016 but not covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the said Act, i.e. persons having
less than 40% disability and having difficulty in writing.

II. The facility of Scribe and/or compensatory time shall be granted solely to those having
difficulty in writing subject to production of a certificate to the effect that person concerned
has limitation to write and that Scribe is essential to write examination on hig’her behalf from
the competent medical authority of a Government healthcare institution as per proforma at
Appendix-VIII.

I1l. Themedical authority for the purpose of certification as mentioned in point (1) above should
be a multi-member authority comprising the following:-

i. Chief Medical officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer  Chairperson

ii. Orthopaedic/PMR specialist

iii. Neurologist, if available*

iv. Clinical Psychologist/Rehabilitation Psychologist/ Psychiatrist/Special Educator

v. Occupational therapigt, if available*

vi. Any other expert based on the condition of the candidate as may be nominated by the
Chairperson. (* the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer
may make full efforts for inclusion of neurologists, occupational therapist from the
nearest District or the Medical College/Institute, if the same is not available in the
District)"

IV. Compensatory time not less than 20 minutes per hour of the examination should be allowed
for persons who are eligible for getting Scribe. In case the duration of the examination is less

than an hour, then the duration of the compensatory time should be alowed on prorata basis.

Compensatory time should not be less than 5 minutes and should be in the multiple of 5.

Physical Disability certificate (Unique Disability Identification (UDID) issued by the notified
medical authority needs to be uploaded in the Online Application Form of NEET (UG) — 2024.

In the case of the Institutes run/aided/recognized by State Governments, the reservation policy
of the respective State Governments shall be applicable.

Notes:

1. The benefit of reservation for admission shall be given only to those classes/castes/tribes which
are in the respective Central List published by the Government of India fromtime to time.

2. The benefit of reservation will be given only to those castes and tribes that are mentioned in the
respective central list of corresponding states published by the Government of India (websites:
http://socialjustice.nic.in and https://ncst.nic.in).
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6.6 Reservation in Central I nstitutes/ Universities

The reservation policy of the Government of India is applicable to NEET (UG) Examination.
According to this, in the Central Universities and Institutions, 10% of the seats are reserved for
the category General-Economically Weaker Section (GEN-EWS), 15% of the seats are reserved
for the category Scheduled Caste (SC), 7.5% for the category Scheduled Tribe (ST), 27% for the
category Other Backward Classes belonging to the Non-Creamy Layer (OBC-NCL) and 5% seats
(Horizontal Reservation) for PwBD candidates.

Reservation in State Quota Seats/Universities/Ingtitutions /Private Medical Colleges under State
Governments. In case of seats filled by the State Medical Colleges/Universities/Ingtitutions
/Private Medical Colleges under State Quota Seats, thereservation policy of the concerned State
Government shall apply.

6.7 Guidelinesfor PwBD Candidates

a. The candidates with a Disability shall be considered for admission in medical course
against 5% of the total seats, in accordance with the criteria prescribed under the
Regulation on Graduate Medical Education (1997) as amended from timeto time (Please
see Appendix-VI).

b. For AIIMS: In accordance with RPwD Act 2016, PwBD Reservation will be followed
subject to evaluation by the Medical Board of Institute to determine eligibility.

c. Candidates who consider themselves eligible for this category are advised to ensure their
eligibility by getting themselves examined at any Government Medical College/District
Hospital/Government  Hospital. Such Government Medical  College/District
Hospital/Government Hospital shall issue a Disability Certificate in reference to
Chapter-VII of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Rules, 2017. Such a Disability
Certificate isissued as per the Schedule to the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016, and the Guidelines for the purpose of assessing the extent of specified disability
in a person included under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 natified in
the Gazette of Indiaby the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment [ Department of
Empowerment of Personswith Disabilities (Divyangjan)] on 4th January 2018 and does
not confer any right on any candidate to seek admissioninamedical course under PwBD
Quota. The aforesaid Certificate shall be to ascertain whether a candidate can apply to
NTA for appearing in NEET (UG) - 2024 under the PwBD Quota only.

d. Thereafter, the candidates, upon selection under PwBD Category, shall have to produce
a Disability Certificate issued by the Disability Assessment Board, which shall have
assessed the candidate in reference to criteria prescribed under the Regulations on
Graduate Medical Education, 1997 (incl subsequent amendments). Thus, it is relevant
that the candidates after a declaration of the result have to appear before the Disability
Assessment Board so as to determine whether they may register or participate in the
common online Counselling towards admission to medical courses. In case candidates
are found to be ineligible by the Disability Assessment Board, in reference to criteria
prescribed under the Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997 (incl subsequent
amendments from time-to-time), they may not register or participate in the common
online Counselling and any online provisional allotment of the medical college shall be
entirely fraudulent on the part of the candidate. It is relevant that physical verification of
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various certificates including academic as well as Disability Certificate is only upon
reporting for admission to the medical college.

Itisfurther clarified that the certificates issued by the authorized Centres designated for
the purpose by DGHS, shall only be considered for admission to the medical coursesand
no other certificate issued by any other Government Medical College/District
Hospital/Government Hospital will be accepted.

List of Designated Disability Centers has been annexed (Appendix-VII)

The Disability Certificate to be issued in the format given in Appendix-XI1 (vide
DGHS Notice Ref. No. U-11011/04/2020/05-M EC dated 26.10.2020) hasto beissued
by the designated Centres, as per the criteria prescribed under the Regulations on
Graduate Medical Education (1997), w.r.t. common counselling conducted by MCC /
DGHSfor All India Quota seats and for Medical Institutions that are subject to common
counselling of MCC/ DGHS.

Likewise, the designated Counselling Authorities of State/UT Governments shall
constitute Disability Assessment Boards/Centres for assessing the suitability of the
candidate in reference to criteria prescribed under the Regulations on Graduate Medical
Education (1997) as amended from time to time and shall notify the same on their
respective websites.

The reservation policy, as prescribed by the government from time to time will be
followed by the admitting institutes. The candidates are advised to look for the details at
the time of admission.

10.1.2 No arrangement will be made at the Centres for keeping any articles/items belonging to the
candidates.

Courses.

Provided when a sufficient number of candidates in the respective categoriesfail to
secure minimum marks as prescribed in National Eligibility Cum Entrance Test held
for any academic year for admission to Undergraduate Medical Courses, the
Central Government in consultation with the Medical Council of India and Dental
Council of India, Central Council of Indian Medicine and Central Council of
Homeopathy may at its discretion lower the minimum marks required for admission
to Undergraduate Medical Courses for candidates belonging to respective
categories and marks so lowered by the Central Government shall be applicable for
the said academic year only.

amended in 2018 andBDS Course Regulations, 2007 and in addition, must have
comein the merit list of National Eligibility Cum Entrance Test for admission to
Undergraduate M edical Cour ses. In respect of the candidates belonging to the
SC, ST, and OBC-NCL categories, the marks obtained in Physics, Chemistry,
Biology/Biotechnology taken inthe qualifying examination and competitive
examination (Physics, Chemistry, Biology) must be 40% marksinstead of 50%. In
respect of candidates with Benchmark,Disabilities specified under the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016, the minimum marksin qualifying
examinations in Physics, Chemistry, and Biology/Biotechnol ogy taken together

must be 40% instead of 50% for the Unreservedcategory & GEN-EWS candidates
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SC/ST/OBC-NCL candidates. For admission to the BUM S (Bachelor of Unani Medicine and
Surgery) course, the candidate shall have passed the 10th or 12th standard with Urdu or Arabic
or Persian language as one of the subject, or shall haveto study Urdu language along with Arabic
and Mantiq wa Falsafa (L ogic and Philososphy) asasubject during the First Professional BUM S
course.
